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Lose yourself in academia, ancient and modern, at the university of 27 British Prime Ministers and a ‘New College’ built in the 14th century. Find Alice in Wonderland’s rabbit hole before heading to the home of Worcestershire Sauce, tomb of one of England’s most hated kings and a historic pub crawl. Then Shakespeare’s Stratford: stand in the Elizabethan places where the greatest English writer was born, lived and is buried. Don’t forget to take in a play or two while you’re there.
